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WHAT IS THIS PROGRAM? 
This program is an opportunity for young adults 
(over the age of 18) to evangelize through 
service. The presence of committed young 
Catholics is a real witness to the teens. 
WHAT DO WANNABES DO? 
� ���Wannabes are required throughout the 
Conference.  They are here to help (cleaning up 
spills, husking corn, filling in at Adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament, running errands, etc.) and 
need to follow the direction of Conference 
leaders. 
� ��Wannabes are also asked to reach out to 
young people who seem to be apart from the 
group. 
�   Wannabes attend almost all the sessions, 
unless there is a specific need to fill.  Most of 
their tasks are scheduled between sessions and 
during free time.   
� ��Wannabes have the opportunity to socialize 
with one another and to pray together. 
� ���Wannabes are an example to other youth.  
� �� Wannabes dress in a fashion that represents 
modesty and good taste for a public event.  For 
example, no tube tops, spaghetti straps, midriff 
baring or low cut tops, no mini skirts, no jeans or 
shorts with holes in them, no short shorts, no 
spandex shorts, no shirts with inappropriate 
language or pictures, etc. 
� ���Wannabes use positive and up-building 
speech at all times. 
��� � ������������Wannabes are responsible young adults. The 
Conference exercises zero tolerance for alcohol 
and drugs. No possession and/or consumption of 
alcohol or drugs is permitted on site during the 
conference.
